Time for Action

IOm asking for your help. Legislative time is here and itOs time for you to contact your
local legislators. If you feel Equine Inherent Risk prote ction is important, now is the
time to act. Please call your legislators now. New Equine Inherent Risk legislation
was introduced again. Assembly Bill A559 (sponsored by Assemblywoman Woerner
and 14 cosponsors) paired with Senate Bill S1152 (sponsored byeéhator Ortt and 3
cosponsors), called the OSafety in Agricultural TourismO bill, is OAN ACT to amend
the general obligations law in relation to the inherent risks of operating agricultural
tourism areas and participating in activities in agricultural touri sm areas.O This Bill
doesnOt remove the responsibility of the horse owner from making every effort
possible to keep clients and visitors safe. It simply adds a degree of responsibility
upon that client or visitor to understand there is a degree of danger when anyone
steps on a farm or visits a stable and pets an animal or is simply near one. We want
to get this legislation passed because it may reduce insurance rates and reduce
frivolous lawsuits. It will strengthen our industry. It faces strong opposition from
the NYS Trial Lawyers Association which has a strangle hold on the Assembly in our
State. They portray farms and businesses as an accident waiting to happen with
dangerous situations lingering all over the place. If you believe inherent risk
protection is important for our industry, you need to call your legislators now, and
again, and again, to let them know they need to support these Bills and tell them the
Trial Lawyers have a distorted view of our farms and stables. New York Farm
Bureau will inclu de Equine Inherent Risk among their topics when they visit
legislators on March 7. We want to support them with a huge letter writing
campaign to Assembly members. You can help by sending an H.obby letter through
the NY Farm Bureau web site: Go to WWW.NYFB.ORG and click on E-LOBBY to
send a letter directly to your legislators.

Wendy Wells and Michael Wells
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The workshop featured two people well
known in the Cornell University veterinary hospitals, Dr. Bill Miller and Mr. Steve
Kraus. Dr. Miller, DVM, and Medical Director of the Cornell University Companion
Animal Hospital, spoke to the club about common dermatological issues that plague
horses. He showed many slides of various skin conditions and gave various
scenarios for treatment. He cautioned the group about using readily available
products that may cause skin reactions on top of the original disease. He also made
suggestions as to what products are suitable for use.

Mr. Kraus, Head of Farrier Services at the Cornell University Equine Veterinary
Hospital, spoke to the group about how equine conformation affects an animal’s
performance and soundness. Mr. Kraus had a number of slides with plumb lines
drawn to highlight leg conformation. These slides helped to show the hoof wear
patterns typical to the conformation illustrated. Mr. Kraus explained various
shoeing techniques employed to compensate for conformation issues.

In addition to the very pertinent topics discussed, the group was treated to a chili
lunch. There was a white chili, a beef chili
and a vegetarian/vegan chili. Members
contributed desserts, salads and other side
dishes and a vote was taken for the best
chili and best dessert. The CVCA has five
end-of-year awards and the “Best Dish to
Pass” is one of the more popular awards.
