Pregident’s Letter

Greetings CVCA Friends:

FINALLY! Spring is here and we can shake off the winter blues. I’'m hearing that horses became stall-
potatoes this winter because the frigid winter prevented much driving. I hope that our four-footed pals will
be able to get in shape for the pleasure drives and shows that their human friends like to attend! Did you
know that May is officially National Carriage Driving Month? Let’s celebrate by getting out to drive!

It was terrific to see so many people at the March membership meeting- thanks to Sonia Davies (and
Kevin, too, of course) for putting together such an enjoyable day. For those of you who couldn’t make it,
I’d like to use this letter to fill you in on the issues the CVCA Board has been working on.

First off, the 2015 CVCA Membership Directory and Events-at-a-Glance Calendar are printed and can be
picked up at any CVCA event. At last count, we had over 70 households representing over 100 members-
outstanding! And, memberships are still trickling in so those numbers will only increase. We also have new
CVCA signs to use for events- so keep an eye out for them. The new signs are lighter and much easier to
manage- we might put the old signs in the November Silent Auction- own a piece of CVCA memorabilia!

At the membership meeting we discussed the need for audio-visual equipment at our gatherings and clinics.
Right now, we rent projectors for events at $100 per event. A cost analysis shows that it is more prudent to
purchase a projector for $500 than rent one several times each year. At the April CVCA Board meeting, the
Board authorized the purchase of a projector.

Also at the March meeting we discussed the need for a microphone and speaker system that could be used
at clinics. These items are costly and feedback from the members at the meeting indicates that we should
move slowly on this issue. The CVCA Board is contemplating a special fundraiser for this equipment,
should we determine the need is sufficient.

The Board investigated the benefits of pursuing 501c3 IRS tax status- this would allow people who donate
to CVCA to use the donation as a “write-off” on income tax. However, doing so would incur a $400
application fee and require annual IRS reporting. At its April meeting, the Board tabled the 501c3 issue
indefinitely as it determined that the cost outweighs the benefit. However, a separate issue is CVCA’s sales
tax exempt status. CVCA needs to reapply for its sales tax-exempt status through NYS, which we will do.

Also on the business side of things, the CVCA Board is soliciting club insurance quotes from a variety of
vendors to make sure we are getting the best coverage for the price.

The CVCA Board is already thinking about events for 2016 and is using the results from the interest survey
to plan. We are contacting clinicians that members recommended and hoping to expand the types of events
we sponsor. If you haven’t completed an interest survey as yet- please do so! (see pages 11 &12 for a copy)

And lastly, you’ve all received the CVCA Board’s Call-To-Action in regards to the NYS Equine Inherent
Risk Legislation, Saving the Canandaigua Carriage Collection and, Protecting the NYC Horse-Drawn
Carriage Trade. The CVCA Board urges you to get involved to protect our interests.

and daytime stalls are available for $25 per day or you may work off your trailer- you will be active with your
horse for about 2 hours. Priority for evaluations will be given to CVCA members. Auditors are welcome to
spend the day and watch the evaluations!

Fees:
Clinic Fee: Saturday or Sunday evaluation at $125 per person.

Stabling Fee: Overnight or daytime stabling is available for your horse at $25. Bedding and automatic
waterers are in each stall. You provide your own feed and clean your own stall.
